Tina's Background
Tina grew up in a California farming family
that first settled in the Salinas Valley in the
mid 1800's. It was these roots that showed
her the value and importance of agriculture. 
 
As a fourth generation farmer, it was natural
for Tina to infuse agriculture into the curriculum she developed and utilized.
Some of her notable accomplishments in the classroom include having
curriculum featured by local and state Ag in the Classroom programs,
directing a parent program that taught English and nutrition to Spanish-
speaking farm workers, and spearheading student engagement in the
school's garden. In addition to having a regional "Imagine this... Story
Writing Contest" winner in 2004, Tina was the 2005 California Foundation for
Agriculture in the Classroom Outstanding Educator. Here are a few words
from Tina about her recent projects:

Pleasant Valley Schoolhouse 
My husband Paul and I found, moved, restored, and share with our
community the 1869 Pleasant Valley Schoolhouse, a Santa Barbara County
Building of Historic Merit and a reminder of a bygone era. I have developed a
unique, hands-on curriculum which takes period-costumed children back in
time to the late nineteenth century where they learn lessons using slate
boards and McGuffey Readers.

My first published children's books, Grass Is Greener, set at the schoolhouse
and based on a true story featuring cattle and beef education, will be
available for sale on Amazon this November. Pleasant Valley Schoolhouse
also serves as the setting where a new vineyard has been planted as a water
conservation measure, which inspired Through the Grapevine curriculum.

Through the Grapevine Curriculum
Last year, my friend Courtney Gillespie and I co-authored and collaborated
on Through the Grapevine, which I teach to students at the schoolhouse. The
lessons have been a success in that they are hands-on, integrate well into
many subject areas, and are simple for teachers to prep for and use. The
students particularly love the taste tests, discovering ladybug treasures
under the grape leaves, and the "hidden" grapes in scavenger hunts.

Final Thoughts
It has been said that education should not be filling of a pail, but the lighting
of a fire. At the John Steinbeck Museum in Salinas, commemorating my
great-grandfather's original Salinas Valley farm is an etching which reads:
